From the Pastor:

February offers the promise of cold
temperatures and snowy landscapes. You can
either dread the deep mid-winter or embrace
it. Our attitude makes all the difference.

Valentine’s Day can be a time of joy.
The celebration of love, shared with someone
special, makes it a day of promise and hope.
It is a day to celebrate the gift of a
relationship, a time to remember how special
life can be.

Ash Wednesday can be a time of joy.
We celebrate the love of God, as we are
reminded that we are created but not the
creator. We have the gift of a relationship,
one that seems frail when we are reminded —
“Remember, you are dust, and to dust you
shall return.” We are part of God’s plan, but
we do not set the agenda. God is God, we are
not. There is a limit to our life together.
There is a time to be born, and a time to die.
Remember, we are dust, and to dust we shall
return.

Our attitude about Lent makes all the
difference. It can be a time when we focus on
our shortcomings, express our guilt, and
question God’s relationship with us as we
deal with our shame. Lent can be a time we

Or, we can see that
we have an opportunity for a fresh beginning
and renewal in Lent.

We can deepen our relationship with
God and with one another. There is good
news in the healing love of God. Forgiveness
carries with it a joy of knowing that whatever
an uncertain future offers, God promises to be
there and share it with us.

On Ash Wednesday we offer worship
at either Noon or 7:30 p.m. During the
Sundays in Lent, worship is at 8:30 or 11:00
a.m., with Sunday Church School at 9:30 a.m.
At Noon we offer soup and bread and a
program until 1:00 p.m. | plan to offer a
special study Thursday evenings as an
opportunity to grow in faith. We are called
by God to be God’s children, to be a
community. We are the Body of Christ, the
church. May we follow where God leads.

'Someone asked the other day, 'What was
your favorite fast food when you were
growing up?'

'We didn't have fast food when | was growing
up,’ I informed him. "All the food was slow.'
'C'mon, seriously. Where did you eat?"

'It was a place called 'at home," | explained.
'Mom cooked every day and when Dad got
home from work, we sat down together at the
dining room table, and if I didn't like what she
put on my plate | was allowed to sit there
until 1 did like it.'

By this time, the kid was laughing so hard |
was afraid he was going to suffer serious
internal damage, so | didn't tell him the part
about how | had to have permission to leave
the table. But here are some other things |
would have told him about my childhood if |
figured his system could have handled it:
Some parents NEVER! owned their own
house, wore Levis, set foot on a golf course,
traveled out of the country or had a credit
card. In their later years they had something
called a revolving charge card. The card was
good only at Sears Roebuck. Or maybe it was
Sears & Roebuck. Either way, there is no
Roebuck anymore. Maybe he died.

My parents never drove me to soccer practice.
This was mostly because we never had heard
of soccer. | had a bicycle that weighed
probably 50 pounds, and only had one speed,




(slow). We didn't have a television in our
house until I was 5. It was, of course, black
and white.

I was 13 before | tasted my first pizza, it was
called 'pizza pie." When | bit into it, | burned
the roof of my mouth and the cheese slid off,
swung down, plastered itself against my chin
and burned that, too. It's still the best pizza |
ever had. Pizzas were not delivered to our
home. But milk was.

I never had a telephone in my room. The only
phone in the house was in the living room and
it was on a party line. Before you could dial,
you had to listen and make sure some people
you didn't know weren't already using the
line.

All newspapers were delivered by boys and
all boys delivered newspapers. My

brother delivered a newspaper six days a
week. It cost 7 cents a paper, of which he got
to keep 2 cents. He had to get up at

6AM every morning. On Saturday, he had to
collect the 42 cents from his customers. His
favorite customers were the ones who gave
him 50 cents and told him to keep the
change. His least favorite customers were the
ones who seemed to never be home on
collection day.

Movie stars kissed with their mouths shut. At
least, they did in the movies. Touching
someone else's tongue with yours was called
French Kkissing and they didn't do that in
movies. | don't know what they did in French
movies. French movies were dirty and we
weren't allowed to see them.

If you grew up in a generation before there
was fast food, you may want to share some of
these memories with your children or
grandchildren. Just don't blame me if they
bust a gut laughing.

Growing up isn't what it used to be, is it?
How many do you remember? :-

Head lights dimmer switches on the floor.
Ignition switches on the dashboard.

Heaters mounted on the inside of the fire
wall.

Real ice boxes.

Pant leg clips for bicycles without chain

guards.

Soldering irons you heat on a gas burner.
Using hand signals for cars without turn
signals.

I might be older than dirt but those memories
are the best part of my life.

Don't forget to pass this along!!

Haiti Earthquake ELCA
Response

January 13, 2010
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ:

The first chaotic reports and images now are
coming out of Haiti, documenting the
devastation caused by yesterday’s massive
earthquake. Haitian officials estimate that
more than a hundred thousand people may
have died and that the quake destroyed major
parts of the capital, Port-au-Prince.

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America
already is responding through the Lutheran
World Federation’s Haiti Program. Given the
devastation caused by this earthquake, the
ELCA has committed an initial $250,000
from ELCA International Disaster Response
for Haiti and has authorized an additional
$500,000 as congregations respond both to
the immediate needs and long-term rebuilding
efforts.

We give thanks to God that LWF staff
escaped injury from the earthquake. We also
give thanks that we have trusted and effective
partners on the ground in Haiti who already
are at work helping earthquake survivors. The
ELCA is the largest regular supporter of the
LWEF’s program in Haiti, which helps
communities escape the deep poverty in
which so many Haitians live. Since staff is
already in place, no precious time will be lost
in shaping an effective response. The work of
providing food and shelter and in helping
people to rebuild their lives is under way.

We give thanks also for our partners in this
work. The LWF staff in Haiti also was tapped
to coordinate the responses of Protestant and
Orthodox churches throughout the world
through Action by Churches Together (ACT).
In addition, the ELCA, in coordination with

the Florida-Bahamas Synod, will be working
to provide disaster support to and possibly
through the emerging Lutheran church in
Haiti.
