Tour de Eqglise!

Recently, numerous members of our
congregation have graciously participated in,
or financially supported various “Tour de
Cures” for cancer, MS, diabetes, etc.

Whether you realize it or not, St. Paul’s is
involved in its own “Tour de Eglise”!
Approximately 7 years ago we initiated an
effort to improve our church’s entrance,
upgrade much of our worship area and repair
numerous maintenance items. The results
have been tremendous as visible from the
increasing growth, fellowship, and
participation by all members of our
congregation.

June, 2010 marks the “formal” conclusion of
our six year capital pledging campaign. True
to our congregation’s history, over 98% of the
original pledges have been received
($924,000 received versus pledges of
$942,000 as of the end of April 2010). Over
20% of our congregational members have
“exceeded” their original pledges, which is
phenomenal!

While we have paid out over $500,000
towards the original project cost of
approximately $1.3 million we continue with
a mortgage of approximately $700,000 and
annual payments of $82,000 per year.

It has been our plan from this project’s
initiation to hopefully “avoid” a third
pledging campaign. We therefore implore
each of you to support St. Paul’s “Tour de
Eglise” capital project by continuing the same
financial contributions you have made for the
past 6 years! If you are like our family, we
have not “suffered” greatly by giving some
extra funds these past few years in support of
a wonderful cause!

PLEASE!!! Review your financial plans to
ensure you continue with your previous
contributions towards our capital campaign.
If you are a new member or have not pledged
in the past, please contact the Church office
for guidance. Help us to avoid a third
campaign and pay down our mortgage as
quickly as possible! Viva “Tour de Eglise”!

It takes
just a few minutes after the second
service fellowship to put away the left
over food items, empty & rinse the urns,
and wipe the counter. You would be
assigned approximately once every two
months.

New sixth graders are invited to
join the Nursery Volunteers in the fall. It's
a good way to earn community service
hours.

Currently we have eight first
service wranglers and two second service
wranglers. If any First Service Wrangler
would be able to swap to the second
service as a “one off” or on a regular basis
please let me know.

Church Closers are needed. This
would entail ensuring all lights are

turned off, windows are closed and doors
are locked. This is not a regularly
scheduled volunteer ministry. Closers are
needed usually on four Sundays a year.

The Church Directory will be
updated this summer. A draft copy for
checking is in the Dorcas room and will
be there until Sunday July 11th. Please
check your entry and make any changes
with the red pens provided. E-mail
addressees only included with your
specific permission. The new version will
be available in mid August.

As we approach the half year point
of the year this is a good time to check
your financial giving for the year.

Emergency Procedure
Information

All ushers are required to know the
following emergency procedures, however it
is very important for all members to read and
familiarize themselves with the following as
an emergency can happen at any time.

In case of emergencies there are
cordless telephones in the volunteer work area
(outside Pastor’s office) and in the kitchen.
On Sunday mornings the Kitchen phone is
taken into the nursery, (as this is where an
emergency is most likely to happen).

The emergency services will need to
know the telephone number (586-0580) and
address of St. Paul’s (28 Lincoln Avenue).
This information is printed on each cordless
phone.

A list of first aiders is on the wall of
the coat closet by the Washington Avenue
entrance and in the volunteer work area. The
larger box of first aid supplies is kept in the
coat closet by the Washington Avenue
entrance. There are smaller first aid kits in the
volunteer work area of the offices, in the LYO
lounge and in the Sunday School rooms.
There is a wheelchair in the coat closet in the
Foyer nearest to the nursery. If you are
willing and able to add your name to the list
of trained First Aiders, please let Janet Harris
know.

Our AED is on the ushers’ desk by the
Washington Avenue entrance.

If the fire alarm goes off, the building
should always be evacuated without
investigations being made. Wait until you are
instructed before you return to the building.

Building Usage

The church building is being used
regularly over this summer by various
community groups. This is a wonderful way
to let our neighbors know of our great facility.
If you need to know what is going on and
which rooms are being used you can check
the yellow weekly building use sheet on the
small notice board by the name tags in the
Foyer.

The weekly calendar is also printed in
the bulletin insert. Please remember that the
monthly version printed in the “Link” and
available on the web site gets out of date
almost as soon as it is printed, so for the most
up to date information please check the
calendars at the top of the stairs going to the
offices.

If you notice that janitorial supplies
(toilet paper, liquid soap, paper towels,
kitchen rolls and boxes of tissues) are low
please leave a message for John O’Flaherty,
our sexton, in his mail tray in the copier area.
Or, you can find supplies in the storage
closets off the handicapped bathroom or in the
lower level between the kitchen and the
elevator.

If you notice that Dorcas Room
kitchen supplies are running low, please write
it on the yellow sheet on the clip board in the
kitchen.

From Sunday June 6™ through Tuesday 8"
over 400 resurrection people from the Upstate
New York Synod gathered for the Twenty-
Third Annual Assembly. The Assembly
Wrap Up is available in the Foyer and at
www.upstatenysynod.org

Our delegates were Pastor Jeff Hedin, Kathy
Silverman and Ron Uhlig.

The assembly invested nearly five hours
studying the book of Philippians. Pastor
Chuck Schwartz guided the assembly through
Philippians 1:1-14 and what it means to
participate in a community of joy. Pastor
Dean Hunneshagen focused on Philippians
2:1-11 and how to approach life with joy so
that joyful actions flow from us. Bishop
Marie Jerge preached on Philippians 2:12-18
and how true joy flows from the knowledge
that we are God’s beloved. Pastor Amy
Walter-Peterson, Director for Evangelical
Mission, led a discussion of Philippians 3:12-
4:1, learning how joy propels us out to
connect with others where they are.

This year, the assembly made great strides in
“going green” through an increased
commitment to environmentally friendly
choices. Silverware was used at the meals
more than plastic. The pre-assembly book
used half as much paper and contained only
the documents needed to conduct business.
All other information could be found on an
available DVD or on the synod’s website.
Resolutions were displayed primarily on the
screens rather than by handing out multiple
sheets of paper.

Congregations pooled their offerings and
raised a total of $41,438 to feed the hungry
through the ELCA World Hunger program.
Voting members also built a castle of
nonperishable food items for a local food
pantry.
