Financial Update

Operational Budget financial status.

As of November 30" budgeted income was
$227,885 and we received $225,397.
Budgeted expenses were $256,381 and we
spent $249,719.

Capital/Mortgage Budget financial status.
We have received the sum of $ $68,114 as of
the end of November. While many provide
their funds near the end of the year, we
require $6,480 per month to meet our annual
mortgage of $82,000.

Volunteer with RAIHN
This Year!

The Rochester Area Interfaith Hospitality
Network (RAIHN) is a not-for-profit
organization that provides temporary shelter,
meals and case management to help homeless
families find housing and employment or
education. The goal is to keep families
together until they can find permanent
housing. Families also receive follow-up
services for a year after housing is found.

This program utilizes countless volunteers
and only 3 paid staff members to serve 25 to
35 families each year. A host congregation
provides overnight accommodation and an
evening meal for up to five families for one
week 3 or 4 times a year. All families are
assessed to be ready to change their situation
and are screened for substance abuse and
psychiatric problems.

St. Paul’s is the Support Congregation for
First Presbyterian Church on Church Street in
Pittsford Village. Three to four times a year,
RAIHN families spend a week at First
Presbyterian, receiving a hot evening meal
and a place to spend the night. St. Paul’s
offers support by providing volunteers and
food for one night during that week.

**YOUR HELP is needed in the following
ways:

e Provide a portion of the evening meal
— main dish, side dishes, or dessert for
up to 20 people.

e Serve to and eat dinner with the
RAIHN families, as well as clean up
after dinner and run the industrial
dishwasher!

e Spend time visiting with the families,
playing games with the children, and
being present during the evening and
breakfast hospitality hours.

e Sleep at First Presbyterian Church
with the families on a comfy air
mattress, providing supervision and
assistance “in case of emergency.”

The next RAIHN rotation at First
Presbyterian Church is February 12" — 19",
Volunteer shifts will be available Friday,
February 17" (5-7:30 pm, 7-9 pm, 9pm-
8am) and Saturday, February 18™ (8am-
10am). Please also consider helping First
Presbyterian during the week for a hospitality
(7-9 pm) or overnight (9pm-7am) shift. Watch
for the sign up sheet in the foyer in late
January! Feel free to contact Jen Canning
with any questions.

Volunteering in the
Spotlight

The Time & Talent forms have
been a big success.Sixteen volunteer
roles have new members! A more
detailed analysis will be included in the
Annual Report.

Worship Assistants

One area that is low on numbers is
second servic&orship assistants. The role
of worship assistants includes three parts;
lectors, prayer leaders and communion
assistants. One of each is assigned to each
service. The advantage of this is that if
one of the three is unavailable at the last
minute there is generally someone else
willing and able to fill in.

Lectorsread the two lessons. The
readings and introductions are available
for pick up prior to the scheduled
Sunday. It requires some preparation
time beforehand to rehearse the lessons.
A pronunciation guide is available to
help. Large print copies of the lessons are
provided on the lectern.

Prayer leadergead the prayers of
intercession, the offertory prayer, the post
communion prayer and the dismissal.
The prayers are available for pick up
prior to the scheduled Sunday. It requires
some preparation time beforehand to
rehearse the prayers. Large print copies
of the prayers are provided on the
lectern. As part of the prayers of
intercessions the first names of those on
the thoughts & prayers list are read out.

Prayer leaders need to arrive early to
check for any additions to the prayer list.

Communion assistantdelp Pastor
serve communion by distributing the
wafers, and then offering communion to
Pastor at the end.

You can volunteer for all three
roles, or two or just one. Your choice. Full
training is given. All three are very
important parts of making the service go
well. Each volunteer is asked to arrive at
least 15 minutes early and report to the
wrangler (name will be listed in the
bulletin) and Pastor. As these roles are so
important those who are not here five
minutes before the service begins may
have to be replaced.

Lectors and prayer leaders are
asked to collect their envelope of readings
from the Foyer prior to their scheduled
Sunday. This really saves us postage.

As with all volunteer roles
worship assistants are required to find a
swap or replacement if they are not
available on a scheduled Sunday. If
needed | can help by providing contact
information and names of possible
replacements.
